SELECT YOUR ALLOCATION
Once you enroll in the Tax-Deferred Annuity (TDA) Plan with 
TIAA-CREF, you’re automatically enrolled in the Cash Match 
Plan. The Virginia Cash Match is an employer-paid cash match
program for qualified employees (full-time) who are making 
cuting at least $10 per pay period, you are eligible for the tax-
deferred cash match. Even so, you’ll have to complete different 
contribution-allocation forms and make investment choices for 
each.

FOR CASH MATCH PLAN

Please keep in mind that there may be transfer and withdrawal
restrictions on some or all of the accounts and funds you  
choose. You may change your allocations at any time in the
future. If the allocation you submit for the Tax-Deferred Annuity
and/or Cash Match plan does not add up to 100%, your 
contributions will be automatically invested in the CREF Money
Market Account.

You may need to complete a salary reduction agreement with 
your employer.
